Camp/Rehearsal FAQs
1. What is Rookie Camp? Who needs to attend this? When is it?  Rookie camp is a MANDATORY rehearsal camp for ALL ROOKIES to the SHS Band/Guard program regardless of grade level. This camp is designed to assist rookies in learning everything they will need to know in time for band camp. Rookie camp is August 4 and 5 from 9am-1pm. Failure to attend this camp IN ITS ENTIRETY will most likely result in the performer being an alternate in the Fall field show.

2. What is Band Camp? Who needs to attend this? When is it?  Band camp is a rehearsal camp for ALL BAND AND GUARD MEMBERS that is designed to brush up on and enhance the skills the performers have learned.  This is where the performers will start learning their Fall show as well as the other musical selections they will play throughout the year. Band camp is August 6-8 and 11-15 from 9am-5pm. This camp sets the tone for the entire Fall season. Therefore, any student that fails to attend this camp IN ITS ENTIRETY will most likely be an alternate for the Fall field show. 
3. What do I need to bring?  

Band-all instruments and accessories (bring at least 3 reeds for each reed  instrument). Bring all music in a 3-ring binder,  plastic sheets, and 2 pencils. The music will be on the website for easy printing access. Bring lots of water and a few snacks/energy bars.
Guard-you will be checked out equipment once camp starts. Bring lots of water and a few snacks/energy bars. Bringing white electrical tape is a good idea as well.

4. Will there be breaks provided? Will there be a chance to eat? Yes and yes! The students will be given many breaks throughout the day at both of the camps.  During Rookie Camp, there will not be a lunch hour given. For Band Camp, the day is broken up into 2 blocks- 9am-12:30pm and 1:30pm-5pm. In between both blocks, students are on their own to get lunch. Bringing a sack lunch works best.
5. What do I wear? Light/cool clothing, a hat, and shoes. Sun Block, lip balm/chapstick, mosquito repellent. Ear plugs are optional. Tennis/sport  shoes are mandatory for all band/guard practices. Students without proper marching footwear will not be allowed to march until they obtain the proper shoes. 
6. Where is the camp? Both camps will be located on the Selma High Campus. All students are to report to the band room 10 minutes prior to rehearsal time.
